Next week we will revisit time. We will be reading and writing time from an 
analogue clock and converting 12 hour times into 24 hour times.

We had a great day on Thursday, enjoying a variety of topic-themed maths ac-
tivities. It was great to see so many of you joining us to celebrate the childrenôs 
work. 
Continuing with the maths theme, this week, the children have examined the 
properties of 2D shapes, 3D shapes and triangle types and sorted them accord-
ing to their properties. They have also built models of 3D shapes using straws 
and modelling clay, which was great fun and gave the children a chance to 
practise mathematical language, including vertices and edges.  
 
In English, as well as writing up our police reports, we have been learning about 
fronted adverbials. 'Fronted' adverbials are 'fronted' be-
cause they have been moved to the front of the sentence, 
before the verb. Therefore fronted adverbials are words or 
phrases that describe the action that follows. The children 
were given a sentence with a fronted adverbial that had 
been chopped up into individual words. They had to      
recognise the fronted adverbial and then build the       
sentence. They really enjoyed the challenge of this task!
